Helpful Hints when Citing Web Pages

Finding Authors: Finding a website author can be tricky because often, a website is created by a

school, government agency, organizat i on, company, or other inst.i
personds name attached to a website. To find
look at the top of the page for a banner or a logo, look at the bottom of the page for a copyright

date or this symbol ©, or look at the web address itself. Often, the web address will tell you who is
producing or sponsoring the website. For exa

your instructor, come to the Library, or go to the Writing Center for assistance. If you still

Finding Dates: When looking for copyrights or last updates, scroll to the very bottom of the web
page. Often, the dates can be found there. If multiple dates are provided, use the most recent date.
If there isn't a copyright or publication date available for the document, use (n.d.) for no date.

Providing Accurate Web Addresses: When providing web addresses, you only want to provide
what will take someone to that site. Sometimes, a web address will include lots of other punctuation
